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All K-5 DeKalb County students take the MAP assessment in August, January, and May.  K-2 students take Math and Reading.  Students in grades 3-5 take Math, Reading, Language Usage, and Science.  Score reports will be sent home as soon as the district releases scores to schools.    The information below should assist you in reading your child’s report.  Should you have any questions about the report or how to support your child at home, please contact their teacher.

The RIT score tells your teacher what skills your child is ready to learn.  RIT stands for Rausch Unit.  It is a standard of measurement – almost like an inch on a ruler.  Teachers refer to is at “Ready for Instruction Today.” Check out the parent Toolkit for a detailed explanation. www.nwea.org/parent-toolkit/





These performance adjectives gives an adult that works with the student a snapshot of where the student needs additional support.  (Low: Below 21st percentile, LoAv: 21st-40th percentile, Avg: 41st-60th percentile, HiAv: 61st-80th percentile & High: Above 80th percentile.)





The percentile range gives adults an idea of how the child performed compared to their peers in the “norm” sample from their grade level. This child scored as well as or better than 59% of the students in their grade level “norm” group in the Fall of 5th grade.





Growth & Growth Projection is only shown after Spring testing.  It shows your child’s growth over the school year.  Growth projection shows how students across the nation (who started with the same RIT score in the Fall as your child) typically grew from Fall to Spring.)





Lexile measures help you find reading materials at your child's unique reading level. With Lexile measures, you can engage your child in learning by ensuring they comprehend their reading materials, as well as monitor their progress over time.
