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Dear Parents/Guardians:

The College and Career Ready Performance Index –CCRPI –is Georgia’s tool for annually measuring how well its schools, districts, and the state itself are helping students achieve their goals. It provides a road map to help educators, parents, and community members promote and improve college and career readiness for all students.

Every year, each school in Georgia receives a CCRPI score from 0 to 100, with a possibility of 10 additional challenge points. Districts also receive CCRPI scores based on their schools’ scores.

The 100 points are earned from various indicators that look at state assessment scores and other data measuring students’ readiness for the next level of education and progress towards graduation.
I am proud to share that Laurel Ridge earned a score of 89.9 for the 2016-2017 school year which is a slight increase from our 2015-2016 score of 89.
